Major's shooting a tragedy for

community, say authorities

Twelve people were killed and up to 31 injured in two
shootings Thursday at Fort Hood Army Base in Killeen,
Texas.

Jan. 24 — Two people were killed and seven others
wounded m a gun shooting spree by umdentified assail-
ants 10 a house 1n Wichita, Kansas

On the same day, two teenagers died and seven others
were injured when a gunman opened fire at a group of
students outside a nightspot in Portland, Oregon.

Feb. 24 — At least seven people were mjured in a gun
shooting mcident at the New Orleans' Mardi Gras festi-
val.

March 10 -- A gunman killed 10 people and himself in

an hour-long rampage in Alabama that left his mother,
grandmother and other relatives dead.

March 15 -- In a vicious shooting case that happened in
Miami, Florida, a gunman shot four people to death and
committed suicide.

March 29 — A gunman stormed a nursing home 1 Car-
thage North Carolina, fatally shooting eight people and
mjurng three others, mchuding a police officer.

April 3 -- A lone gunman at an immigrant services
center in downtown Binghamton shot and killed 14
people, including 4 Chinese nationals.

Apnl 7 — A 40-year-old man shot his wife, daughter,
sister and nephew 1n suspected family feud in the north-
west Alabama_the United States and commmitted suicide
afterwards.

Aprl 10 — A man kalled a young woman m a classroom
bulding on the campus of Henry Ford Commumty Col-
lege and then killed himself

June 1 -- A man in a black SUV drove by a military
recruiting station in Little Rock, Arkansas, shooting
dead a US soldier and injuring another. The man was
later arrested by police.

June 10 — A gunman shot a secunity guard 1n the US olo-
caust Memonal Museum while another guard returned
fire and shot the suspect.

June 22 -- Six people were wounded on Wednesday
night by gunfire on the Texas Southern University
campus during a community rally when a car drove by
and shots were fired into the crowd from the vehicle.

Aug. 4 — A shooting at a gym outside Pittsburgh, Penn-
sylvama_ killed five people and wounded as many as 15.
The shooter was among the fatalities.

School Deaths and School Shootings: 2009

January 23, 2009: Cahokia, IL
A 17-year-old male non-student was shot and killed in a
high school parking lot in between junior varsity and
varsity girls basketball games.

February 4, 2009: Evanston, IL

A 10-year-old male elementary student was found
hanged from a coat hook. Subsequent reports indicated
the coroner ruled the death a suicide by hanging.

March 9, 2009: Fort Pierce, FL

A 16-year-old male high school student was shot and
killed at his bus stop on the way to school. Police were
investigating whether the shooting was associated with
other shootings by gang members.

March 11, 2009 Memphis, TN

A 17-year-old male high school smdent was shot and
killed in the neighborhood following a fight earlier in
the day at hus high school where he was one of eight

May 5, 2009: Canandaigua, NY

A 17-vear-old male hgh school smdent committed
suicide, shooting himself with a modified shotoun
around 11:00am 10 a men's bathroom 1n the athletic

May 18, 2009: Nashville, TN

A 21-year-old male was shot in the face and head, and killed,
and two others were wounded as people exited a high school
graduation ceremony held at Tennessee State University.
